Distribution of calls to order per party and 
legislative period
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Main findings:
❖DKP is the party with the 

most calls to order per LP
❖AfD and Grünen on the 

second and third place
❖Opposition parties tend to 

violate the parliament 
order more



Parliamentarians with the most median calls to 
order per party and legislative period
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Main findings:
❖Strong association between call 

to order and a person called to 
order 
➢specific persons are called to 

order more than others
❖Heinz Renner from DKP is the 

most called to order member of 
the German parliament

❖Members of opposition parties 
tend to get more calls to order



Interjections
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Main findings:
❖ strong association between 

interjector’s party and 
interjected speaker’s party
➢specific parties tend to 

interject specific parties
❖parties mostly are interjecting 

other parties
➢exceptions are CDU and 

PDS

Main findings:
❖differences in interjection 

behavior in comparison with 
LP 14

❖most parties are interjecting 
their own party
➢probably positive 

interjections
➢exception CSU

session and:
◆ date of the session

➔a strong association found between the president of the session and: 
◆ parliamentarian to whom call for order was issued
◆ gender of the parliamentarian to whom a call for order was issued

➔a strong association found between interjections
◆ legislative period
◆ year
◆ date of the session
◆ interjected speaker’s party, name and role

➔a strong association found between the interjector’s party
◆ interjected speaker’s party and name
